The Center is delighted to announce that our long- awaited Graduate Interdisciplinary
Specialization in Folklore has been approved by the Council on Academic Affairs,
and will go into ef fect immediately. Co-sponsored by thirteen departments in f our
colleges, this interdepartmental graduate minor wi ll allow students in any program
to earn a formal credential in folklore. The 23-hour curriculum combines a common
core of methods and theory wi th individualized advising, and allows for overlap
with the student ’s primary program.

FOLKLORE ARCHIVES MOVES TO MAIN  CAMPUS

We are equally thri lled to announce that the Folklore Archives, formerly located in
Bevis Hall on West Campus, is moving to the second floor of the Ohio Stadium,
suite 218. Thanks to  the College of Humanities, the Archives now has space for its
collections, working space for researchers and classes, proximity to the Oval, and
easy parking. In particular, the  5000-i tem collection of world music r ecordings
can now be properly shelved, digitized, and made available to listeners. Center
staff have been working to impr ove indexes to facilitate student consultation, are
creating a genre-based collection, and are collaborating on other ar chival projects.
(I nstructors wanting guidance on how their students might mak e use of the archives
should get in touch wi th Barbara or Kirsi.) Watch for a dedication party on Friday,
November 30th.

CFS WELCOMES NEW ASSOCIATE
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The Center is pleased to welcome Maria Teresa (Mabel) Agozzino
as a new associate. Mabel is the new Associate Director of the
American Folklore Society (headquartered at OSU), replacing
Brent Björkman, who left AFS to become the new executive
director of the Vermont Folklife Center. I n addition, Mabel will
serve as adjunct assistant professor of English and Celtic Studies
at OSU.

She received her BA in Celtic Studies and Anthropology (1999),
MA in Folklore (2001), and PhD in Folklore and Celtic Studies
(2006) f rom the University of California, Berkeley, where she worked closely with
the late Alan Dundes; and she was head of the UC Berkeley Folklore Archives for
several years. Agozzino has taught folklore courses at both UC Berkeley and
California State University East Bay, organized many conferences, and served on
several directorial and editorial



boards, including those for the California Folklore Society, the Celtic Studies
Association of North America, and the Ritual Year Working Group of the Socieìteì
internationale d’ethnologie et de f olklore. She has traveled widely and conducted
fieldwork in several European countries, in North and South America, and most
notably among the Welsh in Patagonia, Argentina. Her research interests and
publications center on folk belief; calendrical customs; Wales, the Welsh, and the
Welsh Diaspora; and Arthuriana. Before joining the staf f of AFS, she worked as
the administrative manager of the non-pr ofit community arts organization The
Berkeley Society for the Preservation of Traditional Music.

URBAN PARTY M IX : PERFORMING  THE AMERICAS

IN  THE METROPOLE

BOWEN THEATRE, DRAKE CENTER

The simultaneous deterritorialization and re-rooting of Latin American and Caribbean
forms of celebration within urban centers of Europe and the United States has
accentuated their essential hybridity and intensified social and aesthetic
transformations in the perf orming communities.  I n honor of the Columbus opening
of the exhibi t “Midnight Robbers: The Artists of Notting Hill Carnival,” this col loquium
will place the London carnival in conversation with emerging Latin- and Luso-
American dance scenes in Newark, New Jersey.  I n both locales the individual and
collective identities of performing revelers are changing.  As new and diverse
groups acquire styles of bodily expression associated with the mar ginalized
Americas, what are the aesthetic, economic, social, and political effects? Come
discuss the promise and challenges of hybrid forms among shifting populations.

The colloquium is organized by the CFS and the Department of Theatre with support
from the Office of I nternational Affairs, the Departments of Dance and Spanish
and Portuguese, and the Lusophone Globalicities Working Group.

Sabina Magliocco
A showing and discussion of the film Oss Tales  (2007)

Sabina Magliocco, Professor and Chair of Anthropology at California State University,
Northridge, grew up in Italy and the Uni ted States. Her most recent book is Witching
Culture: Folklore and Neo-Paganism in America (Penn 2004). She has published
on religion, folklore, foodways, festival, witchcraft and Neo-Paganism in Europe
and the United States. A recipient of Guggenheim, National Endowment for the
Humanities, Fulbright and Hewlett f ellowships, and an honorary Fellow of the
American Folklore Society, she also serves as editor of Western Folklore. Her non-
academic interests include music (she plays guitar and banjo), gar dening and
animal welfare.

Bill Ellis, Associate Professor of English and American Studies
at Penn State Hazleton, is well-known to scholars and media
as an authority on urban legend and contemporary versions
of the occult. His books include Lucifer Ascending: The Occult
in Folklore and Popular Culture (Kentucky, 2003); Raising the
Devil: Satanism, New Religions, and the Media (Kentucky,
2000) and Aliens, Ghosts, and Cults: Legends We Live
(Mississippi, 2001). He has served as President of the
International Society for Contemporary Legend and on the
Executive Board of the American Folklore Society.

Padstow, a town on the north coast of Corn wall, celebrates
May Day with a unique custom: two hobb y horses, or osses,
dance through town str eets, accompanied by drums and
accordians. All Padstownians participate in this exciting event,
which has now become a tourist attraction, drawing over 30,000
visitors the first of Ma y to this fishing town of 3000. F olklorists
Alan Lomax and Peter Kennedy visited Padstow in 1951,
producing a film called Oss Oss Wee Oss (1953). I n 2004,
filmmaker John Bishop and folklorist Sabina Magliocco (with
Jaynie Ali Aydin and Noah Bishop) returned to Padstow to see
how the custom was faring fi fty years later.

Haya Bar-Itzhak is chair of the f olklore division of the Department of Hebr ew and
Comparative Literature at the University of Haifa, where she also serves as academic
head of the I srael Folktale Archives. She has conducted ethnographic research on
Jewish traditions from Poland, Morocco, and I srael. Her most recent book is Israeli
Folk Narratives: Settlement, I mmigration, Ethnicity (Wayne State, 2005). Drawing
on literary theory, Bar-Itzhak analyzes the poetics of folk narrative in its ethnographic
setting. This year she is a Fulbright Scholar at Penn State University Harrisburg.

Dr. Silke Meyer is currently a Fulbright scholar with the
Department of Folklore and Ethnomusicology at Indiana
University. She studied Folklore/Cultural Anthropology, Art
History and English Literature at the universities of Tübingen,
Sheffield and Münster. After her 2002 PhD from Münster (“The
iconography of nations. National stereotypes in English prints
and caricatures”, published in 2003), she taught Cultural
Studies at the German Department, Nottingham University
(GB). Since 2004, she is an Assistant Professor at the
Department of Folklore/Cultural Anthropology at Münster
University. Her research interests are the culture of credit and
debts, modern hero figures, visual anthropology, nationalism
and national identity.

Brown bag talk and storytelling: Kurdish Traditional Narrative

Dr. Mirzeler is Assistant Professor of Africana Studies and Affiliate Faculty of
Comparative Religion at Western Michigan University. He grew up tr aveling the
Taurus mountains with his father, a well-known Kurdish storyteller, before emigrating
to Germany and the U.S. He received his Ph.D. f rom the University of Wisconsin,
Madison, where he studied storytelling traditions in East Africa. He has published
articles on local memories of colonial expeditions in East Africa, on violence against
women in Kurdish traditional narrative, and on origin narratives, and has forthcoming
books on Jie and Elmolo storytelling.

Dr. Alan B. Govenar received his BA at OSU, studying wi th Patrick Mullen, and
completed his PhD at the University of Texas. He is a versatile scholar of American
vernacular culture (especially African American music), authoring fi lms, books,
DVD-Roms, and most recently a musical, Blind Lemon Blues, which opened off
Broadway in 2007 and is touring international ly. His fieldwork in Ohio wi th the
great Columbus tattoo artist Stoney St. Clair is documented in Stoney Knows
How: Life as a Sideshow Tattoo Artist  (Schiffer Publishing 2003). I n 2007 Dr.
Govenar produced the revised edition of  the DVD-Rom Masters of Traditional
Arts, documenting the mor e than 250 recipients of the National Heritage Fellowship.
He  is founder and director of Documentary Arts in Dallas, Texas, dedicated to the
preservation and presentation of historically and culturally significant places and people.

RESEARCH AND PROGRAM GRANTS

The Center offers two types of small grants: up to $250 f or research travel and up
to $400 to support special programs such as visiting speakers or workshops. Active
Center affiliates, including faculty and adjuncts, grad students, and advanced
undergraduates, are eligible to apply. Applicants may receive only one grant per
fiscal year (July-June) and must choose between travel support and program
support.  Applications will be reviewed by a committee for the project’s relevance
to folklore study.

Eligible papers:
¨ Must be written by current OSU folklore graduate students.
¨ Must have been written wi thin the last 12 months.
¨ Eligible submissions include papers/essays

—written for a class
—presented for conferences or publication
—may be part of a dissertation or thesis chapters
—may be wri tten specifically for the Mullen Prize

¨ Must not have been previously published.
¨ Only one paper submission per student.
¨ The student must not have been a previous recipient of the Mullen

Prize.

Format:
¨ Submissions should be on 8.5 x 11 white paper
¨ Paperclip your pages together; do not staple
¨ Submit one copy only of your paper
¨ The submission should have a title page that includes:

—your name
—title of the paper
—a sentence describing what the paper was originally wri tten for
—today’s date

¨ DO NOT include your name on any of the other pages
¨ All pages (excluding the ti tle page) should include a header that l ists

the title of the paper and the page number
